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Social Studies 6 with Mrs. Brown

ment, and by the natural resources that are available, as well as other economic factors. Once we Þnish 
up, we will then move on to studying the ancient river cultures of Mesopotamia, Egypt, India, and China.

We have looked at 
text features in books and other print media and seen how valuable maps, graphs, pictures, captions, 
headings, color, fonts etc. can be to increase understanding. WeÕve also paid attention to the authorÕs 
purpose and writing style. Students created comic like strips to report on the books they read independ-
ently during the third quarter. We will return from spring break to S.E. HintonÕs ever popular The Outsid-
ers. This classic (which means many of you read this book as teens!) young adult novel opens the door 
to wonderful discussions here and at home regarding family, friendship, growing-up, peer pressure, bul-
lying etc.

Science 6 with Mrs. Dunlevy
It is hard to believe that we are approaching the last nine weeks of the school year. Sixth graders are 
eagerly moving on to a study of science that really rocks! Yes, you guessed it, Earth science. Students 
will be exploring the layers of the earth, discovering the theory of continental drift through studying plate 
tectonics and their resulting landforms, looking at a variety of maps including physical, contour and 
topographic, and learning about rocks and minerals by studying the rock cycle. This unit is very engag-
ing, a lot of fun, and usually inspires many a 6th grader to start a rock collection especially since they 
will be identifying the characteristics and properties of various rocks and minerals using many tech-
niques. This unit is very much hands on and students will be ÒdiggingÓ content. Sixth grade science 
rocks!

We will also be doing lots of speciÞc review and practice as we prepare for the Ohio Math Achievement

Morning and afternoon WWSSLL classes continue to reinforce skills taught in the core classes and in-
struct students on test taking strategies, life skills and writing lessons. They are sometimes practicing 
mechanics, learning creative writing techniques or writing for a speciÞc content area.

Algebra and Pre-Algebra
This month both classes will be investigating polygons and solids.  Students will learn the 
different properties that are associated with 2-dimensional figures including interior and 
exterior angles, parallel lines cut by a transversal and transformations on the coordinate 
plane.  We will then study solids and use formulas to find the surface area and volume of 
different sized solids.  After this unit Algebra students will start a unit on exponents looking at 
exponential growth and decay and will then finish the year with a study on Polynomials.  Pre-
Algebra students will end the year with a study on probability and patterns.

Language Arts: 
Students are finishing up their persuasive research papers, and will begin to present their findings 
to the class when they return from Spring Break. Throughout the past couple of weeks, they have 
chosen a topic of interest, taken a stance, collected reliable resources, and have drafted a research 
paper in five paragraph essay format. 

After persuasive presentations, we will begin a unit on the Holocaust. We will be 
reading Night by Elie Wiesel, which is a short, but powerful personal account of the realities 
of the Holocaust. Students will also be participating in a webquest where they will create a 
Holocaust newspaper.
