FROM GUIDANCE

Several great opportunities for scholarships are available from the Upper Arlington Rotary. These
are offered to former graduates of GHHS and parents of current GHHS students. The first is called
the Ambassadorial Scholarship and it provides $25,000 to students currently in college who are
considering graduate school or extended study after college. Though a fairly rigorous application
process, students can go anywhere in the world where there is a Rotary Chapter and pursue graduate
studies. All that is asked is that the student be in contact with the Rotary Chapter and promote
goodwill between the chosen country and the United States. Because the process takes about a year,
students must apply in their junior year of college. Some years ago a Grandview student won this
and continued her studies in Oxford, England. It's a great opportunity. Another Rotary opportunity
is the non-traditional scholarship for parents in the community. This $1,000-$2,000 scholarship is for
retraining or additional education to make that career jump to the next level.
