CUMULATIVE GPA

Grade Point Averages are figured twice a year — at semester time and at the end of the year in June. Report cards in
January will have printed on them the accumulated GPA (including freshmen, sophomore, and junior year).

Students should continually work to improve their
performance so that the GPA goes up over time.

FAFSA FORMS FOR COLLEGE-BOUND SENIORS

After January 1, 2010 parents of college-bound seniors can begin to fill out the FAFSA form. This is the Free Application
for Federal Student Aid. Completion of this form is necessary if you request federal or state aid. You may apply online at
www.fafsa.ed.gov. You will also need a PIN (Personal Identification Number) which will identify you. STUDENTS
AND PARENTS MAY APPLY FOR PIN NUMBERS IN ADVANCE OF FILLING OUT THE FAFSA AND IS
ACTUALLY A GOOD IDEA TO DO SO AS IT IS TAKES 24 HOURS TO SECURE A NUMBER. Apply for your PIN
today at www.pin.ed.gov.

The PIN is your electronic signature. PINs can be used for years to come. However, they expire with non-use after 30
months. If you have other children who are applying for student aid, your PIN can be used to sign all their FAFSA forms.
Your students can also use their PINs to electronically sign loan promissory notes and view information about grants and
loans received and the US Department of Education records. If you have questions about completing the FAFSA, call
